In the references 1st to 6th read above, the Government have issued orders for implementation of Loan Waiver Scheme to the handloom weavers in the State. 
2.
 In the reference 7th read above, Government have issued orders, extending the operational period for implementation of the Loan Waiver Scheme to the Handloom Weavers from 01-04-2011 to 31-03-2012,  subject to the following conditions:-

1) No further extension will be allowed and all claims should be settled during the above period;

2) Any left over unsettled claims after 31-03-2012 will be  deemed to have lapsed;

3) The claims shall be settled within the  amount provided in  the Budget Estimates of 2011-12 and no additional amount will be given for that purpose;

4) Only those loans will be settled which are outstanding as on              31-03-2010 for which applications are received and could not be waived due to technical reasons; and

5) A copy of the details of individual wise, institution wise, loans waived, district wise, has to be furnished to the Finance Department.

The Commissioner of Handlooms & Textiles, Andhra Pradesh, Hyderabad has stated that a proposal was submitted that the State Level Committee in its meeting  convened on 15-07-2011, recommended the following claims for sanction under Handloom Weavers Loan Waiver Scheme:-

The Commissioner of Handlooms, Textiles & Apparel Export Parks, Andhra Pradesh,  Hyderabad has therefore requested the Government on the following proposals, duly authorizing him  to draw and disburse the funds to the respective Banks in relaxation of quarterly regulation orders, and in relaxation of Para 5(6) of the orders were issued, in G.O.Ms.No.29, Industries and Commerce (Tex) Department, dt.31-3-2010 read with G.O.Ms.No.76, Industries and Commerce (Tex) Department, dt. 2-8-2010, and duly debiting the expenditure  to the Head of Account S.H. (12) - Assistance towards Loan Waiver to             Weavers :--

(a) to sanction and release a sum of Rs. 9,03,34,384/- towards waiver of Cash Credit Loans to the District Cooperative Central Banks, as per Annexure-III, for settlement of Loan Waiver Claims; 

(b) to sanction and release a sum of  Rs.3,40,52,903/- towards waiver of Cash Credit Loans to the District Cooperative Central Banks as per Annexure–I,  for settlement of Loan Waiver Claims;


(c) to sanction and release  a sum of Rs.23,91,60,145/- towards 
     waiver of Individual  Loans (ACC/PMRY/RYS).

After careful examination of the above matter, and keeping in view of the  Budget Release Order issued by the Finance Department in the reference 9th      read above, the Government hereby decided to waive the cash credit loans for an amount of Rs.3,40,52,900/- (Rupees Three Crores Forty Lakhs Fifty Two Thousand and Nine Hundred only) towards waiver of Cash Credit Loans to the District Cooperative Central Banks for settlement of Loan Waiver Claims; and also to waive the individual loans of handloom weavers for an amount of Rs.23,91,60,100/- (Rupees Twenty Three Crores Ninty One Lakhs Sixty Thousand and One Hundred only) towards  waiver of Individual  Loans (ACC/PMRY/RYS) and to release the amounts accordingly.

The Commissioner of Handlooms & Textiles, Andhra Pradesh, Hyderabad is authorized to draw and disburse the above sanctions to the concerned for the purposes for which they were sanctioned.

The Commissioner of Handlooms & Textiles, Andhra Pradesh, Hyderabad shall take necessary action in the matter to utilise these funds properly.
